REQUEST:

The applicant, Daniel R. Nelson, requests al2 month extension of the development order to rebuild the
Taco Bell Restaurant Building located at 65 Eglin Parkway NE. The engineer of record is Choctaw
Engineering, Inc.

BACKGROUND:

The proposed development is located on .57 acres on the east side of Eglin Parkway and north of Staff
Drive. There is an existing 2,350 square-foot Taco Bell Restaurant on the site, and the applicant proposes
to redevelop the property by demolishing the existing building and constructing a new 2,610 square-foot,
one story Taco Bell Restaurant.

A publicly noticed Development Review Committee Meeting (DRC) was held on November 13, 2008, to
ratify all attached DRC memorandums.

DISCUSSION:

Section 12.45.07 of the Land Development Code requires that a building permit must be secured for a
project within 12 months of site plan approval. If an application for a building permit has not been
submitted within 12 months of the approval, the site plan becomes null and void. City Council may
approve an extension of the site plan approval for an additional 12-month increment, upon a
recommendation from the CRA Board of Commissioners.

The City Council approved the site plan subject to the following conditions:
Note: Recommendation of site plan approval and the attached order is based upon the application, the site
plan developed by Choctaw Engineering, Inc., dated 9/06/07 and revised 10/18/07.

I. Prior to issuance of a building permit:

a. A landscape plan prepared by a professional landscape architect or nurseryman must be submitted
and approved by CDS staff. The plan must comply with all applicable regulations in Section
12.71 of the LDC. Design for an irrigation system with a well must be provided.
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b. The plans must address all applicable items in the Engineering Division Memorandum dated
9/27/07, Environmental Specialist’s Memorandum dated 10/15/07, Utilities Memorandum dated
10/15/07, Building Official’s Memorandum dated 9/20/07, Fire Marshall Memorandum dated
9/25/07, Zoning Memorandum dated 10/22/07, and CDS/CRA Memorandum dated 10/11/07,
attached. '

2. Prior to Certificate of Occupancy:

a. All public sidewalks/crosswalks shall be constructed and striped as per City specifications as
applicable, including consistency with ADA requirements.

b. All required City and State easements and permits (i.e., stormwater, utility, sidewalk, driveway,
etc.) shall be executed and approved by the appropriate agency or city department, to include the
city attorney, if necessary.

CRA RECOMMENDATION:

The request was reviewed and recommended for approval by the CRA Board of Commissioners on
December 3, 2008. The minutes of this meeting are attached.

COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY(CRA) RECOMMENDATION:

The CRA Board of Commissioners recommended approval of a 12 month extension of the site plan on
July 2, 2008, by a unanimous vote, subject to the conditions in the Development Order. '

T have reviewed the preliminary site information of the above referenced development
was submitted for the DRC fo be held October 11, 2007. The Engineering Division offers
the following comments in order to reach plan approval by the Public Works Department:

1. Traffic markings shall comply with the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control
Devices (MUTCD).

2. Show dimensions of the driveway connections at each end of the site.
3. The dumpster enclosure shown scales a width of 11'-0" which is acceptable
however, due to the orientation of the enclosure, and in order for City crews

to gain easier access to the dumpster, the City requests an opening of 12'-0" in
the enclosure. :

4. Show spot elevations on the sidewalks to demonsirate compliance with
accessibility regulations. Also note the following:

a. Running slope on the ramps shall be no greater than 1:12 per
accessibility regulations,

b. Provide detectable warning devices at the ramps on the north side of
the site.

This review was performed for the Development Review Committee meeting. The major



areas of review included easement restrictions, stormwater management, driveway
connections, parking lot layout, access for solid waste collection, sidewalk provisions with
handicap accessibility and environmental concerns. Further submittals will be necessary
for more technical review in order to reach approval for a building permit.

T have reviewed the preliminary site information for the Utilities Department of the above
referenced development which was submitted for the DRC to be held October 11, 2007. The
Utilities Department offers the following comments in order to reach plan approval:

concurrency Comments:

1) A completed concurrency package was submitted with the site plans, According to Page
2 of the concurrency package, the new restaurant has an estimated water and
wastewater demand of 39150 gallons per day (gpd). Based on the water consumption
history of the existing restaurant, the average daily potable water demand is 1,506 gpd
between December 2006 and September 2007. Please explain the difference in
existing and propoesed demands, ‘

Water & Sewer Comments:

1) The Utility Plan indicates a 1-1/4" water service off an existing 1" potable water meter
that is supplied by an existing 8" cast iron water main within the outside northbound
travel lane of Eglin Parkway. '

The property is also served by a 1-1/2" irrigation mefer. However, there is an irrigation
well shown on the pldns near the eastern side of the property. If this wel! can be used
for irrigation purposes, the City would prefer to remove the irrigation meter.

a. - Since the existing potable water meter will serve the new building, the City shall
not have to perform any work on the water system.

b. The Developer shall be responsible for the installation of all onsite water piping
and appurtenances, including backflow preventers. '

c. Please contact the Utilities Operations Manager at (850) 833-9613 to coordinate
any water system improvements.

Please indicate the diameter, material, and length of any proposed service piping and
meters on the Utility Plan.

Backflow preventers are required for all water service cohnections. Backflow
preventers shall be located on private property. Water meters shall be installed within
a right-of-way or easement and shall be located in a grassed area. The locafion and
type of the backflow preventer shall be shown on the plans,

The Developer shall coordinate the installation of any required fire services to the new
restaurant with the City's Fire Marshal at (850) 833-9567. If it is determined that a
fire tap is required, the City shall be responsible for making the tap.

The Utility Plan indicates the proposed building corinecting to an exigting 8" clay sewer
that currently serves the development to the east. The cannection will be made with a
new 6" sanitary sewer lateral.

_a. The Developer shall be responsible for all sewer line installation. It shall be noted

on the plans whether the proposed 6" sewer lateral will connect to an existing
sewer tap. If a new tap is required, the existing tap shall be abandoned and
plugged and a new Tap made by the City.

b. Please contact the Utilities Operations Manager at (850) 833-9613 to coordinate
any sewer installation, :

Please indicate the invert elevations of the proposed sewer lateral. The location of all
cleanouts shall also be indicated. Cleanouts shall be located at all bends and at a right-
of -way or easement line, Cleanout boxes shall be provided with each service lateral.

Any conflicts between the proposed sewer lateral and the proposed stormwater
retention pond shall be addressed on the plans. Sufficient cover shall be provided over

the sewer lateral.

The design parameters and detail drawings of the proposed grease trap shall be
submitted to the City for review and approval.

The Developer shal! be responsible for providing the City witha legal description of any
required easements for any new sewer mains and laterals..



Connection and Impact Fees:

1) Water and sewer impact fees shall apply fo the development dependent on the
estimated water and wastewater demands. Credits shall be applied fo the impact fees
based on historic water consumption data.
